We will also continue to work hard on constructing our
new facility

Our new theater facility will be a state of the art facility while retaining the unique flavor
of our intimate theater. We will be seeking to encourage local arts groups to use our
facility. A great example is the summer production presented by Wedgewood
Renaissance. As a result, the Williamsburg Players will become a stronger partner with
the cultural, entertainment, and hospitality organizations in our area.

The value of live theater and performing arts presentations to a community is
immeasurable. There has been a growth in the number of performance arts organizations
and the need for stage space for performances. With over 50 years of success in
producing theatrical productions and managing our own theater, our organization is
qualified to undertake the development of a performing arts center to serve the citizens
and artists within the Greater Williamsburg community.
